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Columbia is in bloom, we’re in the final weeks of Lent, and Easter is right around the corner.
With the beauty of flowering trees and gardens surrounding us, it’s tempting to move from
Palm Sunday on April 2nd straight to our Easter celebration on the 9th. The days in
between are filled with ugliness and betrayal and sometimes it seems easier just to skip
right past them. But we also know that the solemnity of Holy Week is an essential part of
our journey. It is a time in the church that reminds us that God works through all things,
even pain, suffering, and death. It cements in our hearts the knowledge of the incredible
sacrifice that God makes to restore us back to life and relationship with God. It is what
makes Easter morning such a joyous gathering. 

This Lent, during our Wednesday evening worship services, we have been exploring Lenten
disciplines as a means of helping us prepare ourselves for Holy Week and the cross. We
have looked at prayer, service, fasting, sacrificial giving, study, and worship as means of
focusing our attention on Christ and the cross. I hope that you have engaged in one or
more of these disciplines as an aid to your journey through Lent, and I hope that you have
found value in these practices. 

It could be said that Holy Week is the last discipline of Lent. Coming to worship on
Thursday and Friday night, finding time on Holy Saturday to meditate on the tomb where
Jesus lies, these take time and effort on our part, but pay tremendous dividends when we
arrive at church on Easter morning. I encourage you to attend these gatherings if at all
possible. 

Throughout Holy Week, we will also be posting readings from the Passion account of John
as daily devotionals on Facebook. There will be a reflection question at the end of each
reading and you are invited to respond and share your thoughts with our community. 

Our Holy Week schedule is below, and I invite you to come be a part of this most holy of
times in the church’s life.
